If you are an aspirant heading to Dharamshala for the upcoming Teacher Eligibility Test (TET), you need to listen up
and plan right now. The Himachal Pradesh Board of School Education (HPBOSE) has issued an urgent travel advisory
for candidates appearing for the TGT Arts and TGT Medical exams scheduled for June 13.

The twist? On that exact same day, Dharamshala's scenic stadium is hosting a massive, high-profile One Day
International cricket match between India and Afghanistan.

HPBOSE Chairman Dr. Rajesh Sharma warned that the clash of a major international sports event and a state-level
exam is a recipe for absolute gridlock on the roads. Because thousands of cricket fans and test-takers will descend on
the mountain town simultaneously, traffic is expected to choke Dharamshala and its neighboring routes. To prevent
candidates from getting stuck in bumper-to-bumper traffic and missing their career-defining exams, the board chief
is strongly urging students to travel early, advising them to arrive in the Dharamshala area a full day in advance on
June 12.

The pressure is on because the exam schedule leaves no room for delays. The TGT Arts test kicks off in the morning
from 10:00 AM to 12:30 PM, while the TGT Medical exam takes over in the afternoon from 2:00 PM to 4:30 PM.

The traffic bottleneck is expected to heavily impact specific test centers sitting right on the main transit veins.
Candidates allocated to the Girls Government Senior Secondary School in Dharamshala, or the Government Senior
Secondary Schools in Mataur, Shahpur, and Dari need to be on high alert. Dr. Sharma emphasized that this advisory
isn't meant to cause panic, but rather to guarantee that students don't lose their chance to test due to predictable road
delays. Candidates must pack their admit cards, double-check their essential documents, and aim to reach their
designated halls well ahead of the official start times. Wishing all aspirants the best of luck, the board management
has requested total cooperation with the exam guidelines to ensure a smooth, stress-free testing day despite the
match-day madness.
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
